RESOLUTION #25 – 344

WHEREAS, the Ingham County Board of Commissioners (the Board), in Resolution #25-135, authorized the Ingham County Housing Trust Fund (HTF) to release a Multifamily Housing Development and Rehabilitation Grant Process utilizing Housing & Homeless Millage funds; and 

WHEREAS, 12 grant applications were received for multifamily/rental housing construction and rehabilitation projects consistent with the purpose of the Housing and Homeless Millage as approved by Ingham County voters; and

WHEREAS, after careful review, evaluation, and discussion of the applications by a rating committee of HTF Committee members, the HTF Committee compiled funding recommendations for three projects that will generate 290 affordable housing units based on the application ratings included in the attached table; and

WHEREAS, in order to fund multiple large-scale construction and rehab projects, which will take multiple years to complete, the HTF Committee has recommended that the Ingham County Board of Commissioners authorize funding for selected projects using Housing & Homeless Millage funds collected in 2024 and 2025.

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Ingham County Board of Commissioners hereby approves entering into agreements with the following entities:
