 RESOLUTION MAKING A FIRST ORDER OF DETERMINATION FOR A 

PROPOSED SPECIAL ASSESSMENT DISTRICT FOR MILES DRIVE
RESOLUTION #25 – 353


WHEREAS, a petition has been submitted to the Road Department by property owners of more than 51% of the lineal frontage of lands fronting or touching Miles Drive, located within Delhi Township, for improvements to a public county road lying outside the limits of any city or village; and

WHEREAS, the petition satisfies the requirement of at least 75% of the lands along the public road be subdivided into parcels with a frontage of not more than 300 feet each, or the requirement of having an average of at least one building, including buildings under construction, located along the public road to be improved for every 300 lineal feet of the proposed project limits; and

WHEREAS, the Road Department received a certification from the County Treasurer showing that none of the parcels included in the petition show a delinquency in taxes or special assessments against the properties; and  

WHEREAS, the Road Department determined the petition meets the requirements of Michigan Public Act 246 of 1931, deemed the proposed improvement necessary, and has commenced with the design of the project; and

WHEREAS, the Road Department recommends the Board find the improvement project necessary for the benefit of the public welfare and convenience, making a First Order of Determination as required by Act 246; and

WHEREAS, a Hearing of Objections will be held on Monday, August 4, 2025 at the Road Department office located at 301 Bush Street, Mason, MI; and

WHEREAS, the Road Department recommends Kelly Jones to act as the Hearing Examiner to make examinations and hold hearings associated with this proposed improvement project; and

WHEREAS, at the conclusion of the Hearing of Objections, the Hearing Examiner shall announce the parcels included within the special assessment district, the proposed number of installments for bond repayment, the percentage of the project costs to be assessed against the lands benefitted in the special assessment district, and the method for the determination of benefit.

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Ingham County Board of Commissioners hereby makes its First Order of Determination for the improvement of Miles Drive, pursuant to the provisions of Michigan Public Act 246 of 1931, as amended, deeming the proposed improvement as necessary for the benefit of the public welfare and convenience.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that a copy of the project specifications will be attached to this resolution, together with the description of the boundaries of the proposed assessment district and/or a description of the parcels of land which may be liable for assessments for benefits on account of said proposed improvements, together with the estimate of cost.
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that a Hearing of Objections will be held on Monday, August 4, 2025 at the Road Department office located at 301 Bush Street, Mason, MI and that Kelly Jones is hereby appointed as the Hearing Examiner to hold hearings associated with the proposed Miles Drive improvement.
