WHEREAS his early efforts culminated in his first estate auction in 1976, demonstrating his growing expertise and dedication; and 

WHEREAS, in 1988 Bill became a partner in purchasing Owosso Livestock Sales, successfully operating until 2001; and 

WHEREAS, Bill expanded into real estate in 1986, earning his brokerage license and partnering to establish the Brokerage Land Company in 1991, where his passion for real estate continued to flourish; and

WHEREAS, in 2003, Bill and his son Doug founded the Sheridan Realty and Auction Co., located in Mason, focusing on in house real estate sales; and

WHEREAS, he was a founding member of MarkNet Alliance in 2007, pioneering online auction methods; and 

WHEREAS, Bill has been recognized as one of only six auctioneers nationwide to earn the “Triple Crown” winning the International Auctioneer Champion in 2002, served as NAA President in 2006, and was inducted into the National Auctioneers Hall of Fame in 2014; and

WHEREAS, he has received numerous awards including the Michigan Auctioneer contest in 1991, state presidency in 1997 and induction into the Michigan Auctioneer Hall of Fame in 2003; and 

WHEREAS, during his NAA presidency, he contributed to a historic auction in South Africa supporting Oprah Winfrey’s non-profit school, exemplifying his global impact; and

WHEREAS, his career is distinguished by extensive achievements in advertising, marketing and leadership within the auction industry, earning him widespread recognition has a true industry legend; and 

WHEREAS, Bill has been involved with local community organizations such as the Mason Optimist Club since 1974 and helped start the 4th of July Parade in 1976; and 

WHEREAS, he founded the Michigan Beef Expo originally held at the Fairgrounds; and 

WHEREAS, he has served as a Director on the Ingham County Fair Foundation Board since its inception; and 

WHEREAS, Bill has volunteered his auction services at the Ingham County Fair since 1977.
