RESOLUTION TO AUTHORIZE A VENDING CONTRACT WITH FEDERAL BEVERAGE INC. 

RESOLUTION #25 – 361

WHEREAS, Ingham County Health Department (ICHD) wishes to enter into an agreement with Federal Beverage Inc. to provide vending services to Ingham County’s Justice Complex, the Drain Commission, Veterans Memorial Courthouse, and to Forest Community Health Center (CHC) effective October 1, 2025 through September 30, 2028 with an option for a two-year renewal; and

WHEREAS, this agreement is a continuation and expansion of the agreement established through Healthy Vending Resolution #23-489; and 

WHEREAS, ICHD, in conjunction with Ingham County’s Purchasing Department, completed a request for proposal process (RFP); and

WHEREAS, Federal Beverage Inc. was selected by ICHD as the preferred vendor for these services; and

WHEREAS, Federal Beverage Inc. has agreed to furnish, install, maintain, supply, and remove vending machines located in Ingham County’s Justice Complex, the Drain Commission, Veterans Memorial Courthouse, and Forest CHC; and

WHEREAS, Federal Beverage Inc. vending services will be provided to the county at no cost; and

WHEREAS, Federal Beverage Inc. will pay Ingham County a commission rate of 10% on net sales from all beverage and snack items in the vending machines; and
WHEREAS, payments will be delivered to Ingham County Treasurer, PO Box 215, Mason, MI 48854; and

WHEREAS, the Ingham Community Health Center Board of Directors and the Medical Health Officer recommend that the Ingham County Board of Commissioners authorize an agreement with Federal Beverage Inc. to provide vending services to the Justice Complex, the Drain Commission, Veterans Memorial Courthouse, and to Forest CHC with an option for a two-year renewal.

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Ingham County Board of Commissioners authorizes an agreement with Federal Beverage Inc. to provide vending services to Ingham County’s Justice Complex, the Drain Commission, Veterans Memorial Courthouse, and to Forest CHC with an option for a two-year renewal.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Controller/Administrator is authorized to make any budget adjustments consistent with this resolution. 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Chairperson of the Ingham County Board of Commissioners is authorized to sign any necessary contract documents upon approval as to form by the County Attorney.
