WHEREAS, the Ingham County Board of Commissioners, in Resolution #25-247, authorized the Ingham County Housing Trust Fund (HTF) Committee to release a Supportive Services Grant process utilizing Ingham County Housing and Homeless Millage funds; and 

WHEREAS, 18 grant applications were received for supportive services and programs consistent with the purposes of the Ingham County Housing and Homeless Millage as approved by Ingham County voters, which includes but is not limited to funding for housing programs to provide services for unhoused persons to prevent and reduce homelessness in Ingham County; and

WHEREAS, after careful review, evaluation, and discussion of the applications the HTF committee approved the following funding recommendations for nine programs providing supportive services for families and individuals experiencing or at-risk of homelessness based on the application ratings included in the attached table; and

WHEREAS, to fund programs for a period of two years, with an end date of September 30, 2027, the HTF Committee has recommended that the Board authorize funding for selected programs using Housing and Homeless Millage funds collected in 2024 and 2025.

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Ingham County Board of Commissioners hereby approves entering into grant agreements for the funding period beginning upon agreement execution and ending no later than September 30, 2027 for the following programs/recipients at the following amounts:
