RESOLUTION TO AMEND AN AGREEMENT WITH SPICER GROUP, INC. FOR 

PRIME PROFESSIONAL SERVICES FOR FINAL ENGINEERING, BIDDING AND CONSTRUCTION PHASE OF A TAP GRANT FOR THE HAYHOE TRAIL (HOLT TO MASON)

RESOLUTION #25 – 437

WHEREAS, Spicer Group, Inc. recently completed the Holt to Mason Feasibility Study, Phase 2, which was adopted by the Ingham County Board of Commissioners in August 2023 (Resolution #23-328); and 

WHEREAS, the study determined the most feasible route for the proposed trail to cross over the limited access right-of-way of US-127 at Howell Road; and

WHEREAS, Ingham County Parks Department intends to proceed with the final phase of the trail project, which includes final engineering, bidding, and construction, in order to complete the Hayhoe (Holt to Mason) Trail connection; and

WHEREAS, funding for the project has been secured through the Trails and Parks Millage ($1.25 million), federal earmark funds through Congresswoman Elissa Slotkin ($2.75 million), and a private donation from George Hayhoe ($250,000); and

WHEREAS, a conditional commitment has been received from the Michigan Department of Transportation (MDOT) for a Transportation Alternatives Program (TAP) grant to support the project; and

WHEREAS, Spicer Group, Inc. provided preliminary engineering services and prepared and submitted the TAP grant application as authorized under Resolution #24-021.

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Ingham County Parks Department recommends amending the current agreement with Spicer Group, Inc. for prime professional services to continue with helping with final engineering/bidding and construction phase with the TAP grant for the Hayhoe Trail (Holt to Mason).

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Ingham County Board of Commissioners authorizes an agreement with Spicer Group, Inc. for grant final engineering/bidding phase for the amount $137,000, and construction phase for an amount not to exceed $558,000.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that funds will be available in line item 228-62800-967000-TR114.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Chairperson of the Board of Commissioners is hereby authorized to sign any necessary contract documents on behalf of the County after approval as to form by the County Attorney.
