RESOLUTION TO AUTHORIZE AN AGREEMENT BETWEEN 

THE MICHIGAN DEPARTMENT OF HEALTH AND HUMAN SERVICES AND THE 

INGHAM COUNTY PROSECUTOR’S OFFICE FOR THE 2026 CRIME VICTIM RIGHTS GRANT 

RESOLUTION #25 – 449

WHEREAS, the Ingham County Prosecutor’s Office has received notice it will receive grant funds in an allocated amount of $345,411 from the Crime Victim Rights Services Act, Crime Victim Rights Grant (CVR) administered by the Michigan Department of Health and Human Services (MDHHS) for the fiscal year of October 1, 2025 through September 30, 2026; and

WHEREAS, the primary goal of the CVR Grant is to support agency staff who provide direct services to victims of crime in Michigan; and

WHEREAS, continuing the CVR Grant will assist the Ingham County Prosecutor’s Office in achieving the goals and objectives of providing constitutionally mandated services to victims of crime; and 


WHEREAS, the initial allocation letter, provides for $9,288 to be allocated to Direct Victim Needs (Client Assistance – All Other) and $336,123 be allocated towards Victim Rights General Grant Funding; and  


WHEREAS, the State Budget is pending in the Michigan legislature, and these funds are dependent upon the State of Michigan budget passing the legislature.


THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Ingham County Board of Commissioners authorizes acceptance of the $345,411 awarded by MDHHS through the CVR Grant for the purpose of supporting Ingham County Prosecutor’s Office staff in the amount of $336,123 for general Victim Rights Grant Funding and $9,288 for providing direct services to victims of crime in Ingham County and the State of Michigan.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Ingham County Board of Commissioners hereby authorizes Ingham County to enter into an agreement with the Michigan Department of Health and Human Services consistent with this resolution for the period of October 1, 2025 through September 30, 2026.  

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Controller/Administrator is authorized to make any necessary adjustments to the budget and position allocation lists consistent with this resolution.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Board Chairperson is authorized to sign any necessary contracts/subcontracts consistent with this resolution subject to approval as to form by the County Attorney.
