RESOLUTION TO DECERTIFY WONCH DRIVE AS A PUBLIC COUNTY ROAD  
RESOLUTION #25 – 450

WHEREAS, the Ingham County Road Department is the agency with jurisdiction over public roads located within Ingham County, Michigan, outside of incorporated cities and villages; and
WHEREAS, the segment of road known as Wonch Drive, located in Section 21 of Meridian Township is listed on Ingham County’s Act 51 Map from Okemos Road west 215 feet to the entrance of Wonch Park and is thereby certified as a public road for purposes of Michigan Department of Transportation (MDOT) Act 51 reporting; and
WHEREAS, the Michigan Department of Transportation has reviewed this segment and determined that it functions as a driveway entrance into Wonch Park, is not open to public vehicular traffic on a 24-hour basis, and therefore does not qualify for public road certification; and
WHEREAS, the Ingham County Road Department concurs with MDOT’s assessment and finds it appropriate to decertify this segment as a certified public road, while retaining ownership of the right-of-way.
THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Ingham County Board of Commissioners approves the decertification of Wonch Drive, located in Section 21 of Meridian Township from Okemos Road west 215 feet to Wonch Park, as a certified public road.
