RESOLUTION TO AUTHORIZE A THREE-YEAR AGREEMENT WITH MEDCERTS, LLC FOR CAREER AND TECHNICAL EDUCATION SERVICES FOR THE JUVENILE DIVISION

WHEREAS, the Ingham Academy is a day treatment program for delinquent youth under the jurisdiction of the Ingham County Circuit Court’s Juvenile Division; and  

                                                                                                            
WHEREAS, Ingham County issued Request for Proposals Packet #79-25 in July of 2025, soliciting qualified and experienced vendors to provide Career and Technical Education (CTE) services for referred youth at the Ingham Academy; and


WHEREAS, MedCerts, LLC, a Michigan-based training provider specializing in allied healthcare and information technology certification programs, submitted a responsive proposal that meets the requirements of the RFP, including classroom instruction, laboratory learning, work-based learning, and leadership development; and


WHEREAS, MedCerts has over 15 years of experience delivering career training programs nationwide, is fully licensed in the State of Michigan, and has successfully partnered with multiple school districts; and


WHEREAS, the selection committee has recommended entering into a contract with MedCerts, LLC, to provide CTE services to students referred by the 30th Circuit Court-Family Division and enrolled at Ingham Academy; and

WHEREAS, the selection committee also recommends that referrals for these services not be limited to only Ingham Academy referrals, but be made available to other court wards served by the 30th Circuit Court – Juvenile Division as appropriate; and 


WHEREAS, MedCerts’ inclusive tuition model covers all instructional content, certification exam fees, technology access, coaching, and student support services, with tiered discounts applied based on enrollment; and


WHEREAS, the funding for Ingham Academy services comes from the Juvenile Justice Millage and is reimbursed at 75% by the State’s Child Care Fund.


THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Ingham County Board of Commissioners authorizes a three-year agreement between the 30th Circuit Court Juvenile Division and MedCerts, LLC, for the time period of October 1, 2025, through September 30, 2028, at a cost not to exceed $60,000 per year.


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that there are funds available in various in-home Child Care Fund contractual services line items.
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Controller/Administrator is authorized to make the necessary budget adjustments consistent with this resolution.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Chairperson of the Ingham County Board of Commissioners is authorized to sign any contract documents as prepared by and approved as to form by the County Attorney consistent with this resolution.
