WHEREAS, Ingham County 9-1-1 identified a need to explore more effective new hire and industry standards training, as well as ongoing professional development for staff and supervisors; and

WHEREAS, alternatives were sought with many different companies demonstrating their industry training solutions to Ingham County 9-1-1 with APCO International identified as the company with a solution that will meet Ingham County 9-1-1’s needs; and 

WHEREAS, alternatives were sought with many different companies demonstrating their professional development for staff and supervisors to Ingham County 9-1-1 with National Emergency Number Association (NENA) identified as the company with a solution that best meets Ingham County 9-1-1’s needs; and 

WHEREAS, the 9-1-1 Management team applied for and received Michigan Municipal Risk Management Authority Risk Avoidance Program (MMRMA RAP) grants in the amount of $1,684.14 for industry training solutions and $1,117.50 for professional development for a total of $2,801.64. 

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Ingham County Board of Commissioners authorize the acceptance of the MMRMA RAP grants totaling $2,801.64.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Chairperson of the Ingham County Board of Commissioners is authorized to sign any necessary documents consistent with this resolution and approved as to form by the County Attorney.
