RESOLUTION TO PROVIDE FUNDING FOR LOW- AND MODERATE-INCOME TAX PREPARATION
RESOLUTION #25 – 493

WHEREAS, United Way of South-Central Michigan (United Way) coordinates a Volunteer Income Tax Assistance (VITA) program to provide income tax preparation for low- and moderate-income citizens; and

 

WHEREAS, the VITA program has successfully assisted thousands of low- and moderate-income taxpayers and helped achieve annual refunds of almost $4 million dollars, including substantial amounts from the Earned Income Tax Credit; and 

 

WHEREAS, continued success of the VITA program requires a coordinator position hosted and administered by United Way; and

 WHEREAS, the funds provided by Ingham County will support staffing of fixed sites throughout Ingham County, as well as a mobile unit to expand access to more taxpayers; and

WHEREAS, the request for this base funding is being presented to Clinton and Eaton Counties; and

 

WHEREAS, the VITA program strengthens the economic stability of low- and moderate-income households, and the resulting refunds help facilitate payment of delinquent property taxes owed to Ingham County.

 

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Ingham County Board of Commissioners authorizes funding for United Way’s VITA coordination efforts in the period November 1, 2025 through October 31, 2026 of $20,000 from the Delinquent Tax Administration fund (516-256.010).

 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the County Controller/Administrator is directed to make all necessary budget adjustments consistent with this resolution to strengthen the capacity within Ingham County for low- and moderate-income tax preparation assistance and asset building.

 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Ingham County Board of Commissioners authorizes the Board Chairperson to sign any necessary documents that are consistent with this resolution and approved as to form by the County Attorney.

 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that a copy of this resolution shall be forwarded to all local taxing authorities in Ingham County.
