RESOLUTION TO AUTHORIZE UP TO $10,000 IN INGHAM COUNTY HOUSING & HOMELESS MILLAGE FUND 216 FOR AN AGREEMENT WITH THE INGHAM COUNTY HOUSING COMMISSION TO PROVIDE COMPLIANCE MONITORING ASSISTANCE TO MULTIFAMILY HOUSING DEVELOPMENT AND REHAB PROJECT SPONSORS

RESOLUTION #25 – 494

WHEREAS, Ingham County provides funding to several multifamily housing projects that are subject to federal compliance requirements under 24 CFR, including affordability, fair housing, tenant income qualification, and file retention; and

WHEREAS, multifamily housing grant recipients are responsible under their existing funding agreements to comply with these requirements for 20 years, but many require technical assistance and training to establish systems for ongoing compliance and monitoring; and

WHEREAS, the Ingham County Housing Commission (ICHC) has the expertise and capacity to provide one year of compliance assistance, including training on fair housing practices, income qualification, re-certification procedures, and file management in accordance with Federal HOME standards; and

WHEREAS, the deliverables from ICHC will include turnover of tenant files in uniform order, with a standardized checklist, instructions, and documentation to support continued compliance; and

WHEREAS, following the one-year assistance period, multifamily grant recipients will be responsible for continuing compliance by managing the process internally, contracting directly with ICHC, or retaining another qualified service provider.

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Ingham County Board of Commissioners hereby authorize an Inter-Agency Agreement to not exceed $10,000 with the Ingham County Housing Commission for the purpose of providing compliance assistance and training to multifamily housing development and rehab project sponsors at the billing rate of $250 per verified unit/tenant.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that any agreement shall include specific terms consistent with County requirements and will be limited to two (2) years, with the option to extend upon amendment.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Controller/Administrator will ensure that the use of funds is eligible for use through the Ingham County Housing & Homeless Millage, Fund 216.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Controller/Administrator is authorized to make the necessary budget transfers and changes to the administrative costs as authorized by this resolution.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Chairperson of the Board of Commissioners is hereby authorized to sign any necessary agreement documents on behalf of the County after approval as to form by the County Attorney.
