RESOLUTION TO DESIGNATE OCTOBER AS PEDESTRIAN SAFETY MONTH IN INGHAM COUNTY

RESOLUTION #25 – 519
WHEREAS, Ingham County Health Department (ICHD) wishes to formally designate October, 2025 as the 
first Pedestrian Safety Month; and

WHEREAS, this proposed designation is in response to a concerning upward trend in pedestrian-involved crashes and fatalities in Ingham County; and 

WHEREAS, data has also shown that the risk significantly increases during the back-to-school season and during a subsequent shift in community movement during the fall; and

WHEREAS, achieving safety in our community requires a dual focus on infrastructure and behavior; and

WHEREAS, from a public health perspective, a safe and walkable community is important because our most vulnerable populations deserve advocacy for the successful and safe commute of adults and children; and 

WHEREAS, effective, community-driven solutions have been and continue to be implemented throughout Ingham County such as East Lansing Safe Walks to School Initiative, the increase of pedestrian islands, and public awareness campaigns to address pedestrian safety; and

WHEREAS, planning processes for these solutions have been informed by the voices of the community, including feedback from surveys and a focus group; and

WHEREAS, Pedestrian Safety Month will continue to serve as an annual touchpoint for partners within transportation, government, and community to jointly recommit to safety goals, success measures, and 
consistent accountability for establishing a more equitable and functional transportation system that 
prioritizes the needs of all pedestrians; and

WHEREAS, the Medical Health Officer recommends that the Ingham County Board of Commissioners authorize formally designating October, 2025 as the first Pedestrian Safety Month in Ingham County.


THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Ingham County Board of Commissioners authorizes formally designating October 2025 as the first Pedestrian Safety Month in Ingham County, and urges all residents, drivers, and governing bodies to observe this month by committing to safer driving habits and prioritizing pedestrian safety throughout the year.
