RESOLUTION #25 – 520
WHEREAS, Resolution #21-195 re-established the Environmental Affairs Commission to make recommendations to the Board of Commissioners on the implementation of programming designed to reduce energy usage and recommendations of other countywide initiatives to promote sustainability and reduce greenhouse gas emissions; and

WHEREAS, the Environmental Affairs Commission consists of seven members who shall be appointed by the Board of Commissioners, consisting of the following:  a representative of municipal government, a representative with a background in forestry or natural resources, a representative from the Ingham County Health Department, two representatives with a background in sustainability and energy use, two members of the public and one County Commissioner who shall serve as a liaison to the Commission; and

WHEREAS, it is necessary to increase the size of the Commission by adding three additional members representing the public.

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Ingham County Board of Commissioners hereby amends resolution #21-195 to increase the size of the Environmental Affairs Commission by adding three additional representatives of the public, effective December 1, 2025. 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Commission will consist of eleven members comprised of the following: a representative of municipal government, a representative with a background in forestry or natural resources, a representative from the Ingham County Health Department, two representatives with a background in sustainability and energy use, five representatives of the public and a County Commissioner.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that members shall be appointed to three-year staggered terms expiring December 31.
