QUALITY COLLABORATIVE

RESOLUTION #25 – 527
WHEREAS, Ingham County Health Department (ICHD) wishes to enter into agreements with Barry-Eaton District Health Department (BEDHD) and Mid-Michigan District Health Department (MMDHD) in the amount of $23,981 per district health department for a combined total amount not to exceed $47,962, to enable these organizations to carry out the Region 7 Perinatal Quality Collaborative to support community-led efforts for improving disparate birthing outcomes and ensuring healthy births effective October 1, 2025 through September 30, 2026; and

WHEREAS, ICHD has partnered with the Michigan Department of Health and Human Services (MDHHS) to be the fiduciary for the Region 7 Perinatal Quality Collaborative; and

WHEREAS, this regional collaborative focuses on reducing infant and maternal mortality rates in Ingham, Eaton, and Clinton Counties; and

WHEREAS, in order to fund this collaborative work, MDHHS has given ICHD funds through the FY26 Comprehensive Agreement authorized through Resolution #25-401; and

WHEREAS, the Medical Health Officer recommends that the Ingham County Board of Commissioners authorize agreements with BEDHD and MMDHD for the Region 7 Perinatal Quality Collaborative, effective October 1, 2025 through September 30, 2026 in an amount not to exceed $47,962.


THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Ingham County Board of Commissioners authorizes entering into agreements with BEDHD and MMDHD for the Region 7 Perinatal Quality Collaborative, effective October 1, 2025 through September 30, 2026 in an amount not to exceed $23,981 for each district health department for a combined total not to exceed $47,962.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Chairperson of the Ingham County Board of Commissioners is authorized to sign any necessary contract documents upon approval as to form by the County Attorney.
