RESOLUTION TO AUTHORIZE AN AMENDMENT TO THE AGREEMENT WITH DELHI TOWNSHIP FOR POLICE SERVICES FROM JANUARY 1, 2023 THROUGH DECEMBER 31, 2028

WHEREAS, the Ingham County Sheriff’s Office previously entered into an Agreement for Law Enforcement Services with Delhi Charter Township and the County of Ingham for the period of January 1, 2023 through December 31, 2028; and

 

WHEREAS, the Board of Commissioners previously authorized the agreement through the adoption of Resolution #22-625; and 

WHEREAS, the agreement dictated the annual budget and compensation for 2026, 2027, and 2028 be established through mutual agreement between Ingham County and Delhi Township in the year prior to taking effect to account for necessary budget adjustments; and

WHEREAS, the agreement dictated the mutually agreed upon budget and compensation for 2026, 2027, and 2028 be implemented and adopted through an amendment to the original agreement; and

WHEREAS, the County of Ingham, Ingham County Sheriff’s Office, and the Township of Delhi have reached a mutually agreed upon amendment to the original Law Enforcement Services Agreement identified as Amendment No. 1 to the Agreement for Law Enforcement Services; and

 

WHEREAS, the amendment establishes the budget and compensation terms between the County of Ingham, Ingham County Sheriff’s Office, and the Township of Delhi for 2026, 2027, and 2028.

 

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Ingham County Board of Commissioners authorizes the acceptance and adoption of Amendment No. 1 to the Agreement for Law Enforcement Services to amend the previously adopted Agreement for Law Enforcement Services with Delhi Charter Township for Period covering January 1, 2023 to December 31, 2028, at the following contract amounts:

2026 - $3,857,998.64

2027 - $4,004,289,64

2028 - $4,164,571.64

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Chairperson of the Board of Commissioners is hereby authorized to sign any necessary contract documents or applicable documents on behalf of the County after approval as to form by the County Attorney.
