RESOLUTION TO ACCEPT THE 2026-2028 TRANSPORTATION ASSET MANAGEMENT PLAN FOR THE INGHAM COUNTY ROAD DEPARTMENT

RESOLUTION #25 – 564

WHEREAS, Michigan Public Act 325 of 2018 requires local road-owning agencies with 100 or more certified roadway miles to develop an asset management plan for their road, bridge, culvert, and traffic signal assets, and to update said plan on the Road Agency’s designated three-year cycle; and

WHEREAS, the Road Department has more than 100 certified miles of roadway within its jurisdiction; and

WHEREAS, the Road Department has previously developed a Transportation Asset Management Plan for its road, bridge, culvert, and traffic signal assets per Public Act 325, and, per the designated cycle, must submit an updated plan for the 2026–2028 planning period; and

WHEREAS, the Road Department has met the minimum requirements outlined in Public Act 325, including the establishment of agency-defined goals and objectives; and

WHEREAS, Public Act 325 requires the acceptance of the Transportation Asset Management Plan by the local road agency’s governing body and a certification form to be signed by the Board Chairperson.

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Ingham County Board of Commissioners hereby accepts the Ingham County Road Department’s 2026–2028 Transportation Asset Management Plan as compliant with Michigan Public Act 325 of 2018.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Ingham County Board of Commissioners authorizes the Board Chairperson to sign any necessary documents consistent with this resolution.
