RESOLUTION TO APPROVE THE PURCHASE OF A LIQUID SPRAY SYSTEM FOR WINTER MAINTENANCE OPERATIONS
RESOLUTION #25 – 581

WHEREAS, the Road Department seeks to begin a liquid winter maintenance test program to evaluate the effectiveness, efficiencies, and operational benefits of incorporating liquid treatments into current winter maintenance practices; and
WHEREAS, adding a liquid spray system at this time will allow staff to gain valuable experience during the 2025 winter season by learning what works well, what does not, and by preparing clear responses to public questions regarding the County’s use of liquid treatments; and
WHEREAS, the liquid winter test program will evaluate the Road Department’s enhanced ability to preemptively combat winter weather by pretreating specific roads, maintain effectiveness when temperatures fall below 11 degrees by utilizing alternative liquid mixtures, be more timely and responsive on sensitive corridors such as school routes, and cut through hard pack to improve roadway conditions in situations where rock salt alone is insufficient; and
WHEREAS, three quotes were received for the purchase and installation of a liquid spray system; and
WHEREAS, Road Department staff recommend awarding the purchase to Truck and Trailer Specialties, whose installed equipment pricing is $26,875, which is within the Road Department’s 2025 budget; and
WHEREAS, Truck and Trailer Specialties’ quote is the second lowest by approximately $300, but includes a larger tank—an important operational advantage—and provides the most complete proposal referencing key system components; and
WHEREAS, the Road Department has extensive positive experience working with Truck and Trailer Specialties, Inc., who have consistently been responsive and willing to assist with warranty and service matters.
THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Ingham County Board of Commissioners authorizes the purchase and installation of a liquid spray system from Truck and Trailer Specialties, Inc. at a cost of $26,875.
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Purchasing Department is hereby authorized to execute a purchase order with Truck and Trailer Specialties, Inc. to purchase these above-named materials as needed and budgeted, on behalf of the Road Department.
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Chairperson of the Board of Commissioners is hereby authorized to sign any necessary contract documents on behalf of the County after approval as to form by the County Attorney.
