RESOLUTION TO AUTHORIZE FY2026 JUSTICE MILLAGE CONTRACTS BETWEEN THE INGHAM COUNTY DEPARTMENT OF COMMUNITY CORRECTIONS AND SUBCONTRACTED SERVICE PROVIDERS

RESOLUTION #25 – 609
WHEREAS, the Ingham County Board of Commissioners has previously authorized the use of Justice Millage funds to support community-based correctional programming designed to reduce jail overcrowding, enhance treatment access, and promote evidence-based supervision and rehabilitation services; and

WHEREAS, the Ingham County Community Corrections Department administers several programs funded through the Justice Millage that complement the County’s PA 511-funded services, providing essential treatment, assessment, and behavioral change opportunities for justice-involved individuals; and

WHEREAS, the Department recommends the continuation and adjustment of the following Justice Millage-funded programs for FY 2026, consistent with increased utilization and service demand:

· Moral Reconation Therapy (MRT) – Provided by Prevention and Training Services (P.A.T.S. of Lansing), at a total cost not to exceed $25,000, reflecting increased participant utilization over FY 2025.

· Substance Abuse Assessments – Provided by Prevention and Training Services (P.A.T.S. of Lansing), at a total cost not to exceed $10,000, transitioning from a short-form agreement to a full contract for FY 2026 to support expanded assessment capacity funded through the Justice Millage.

· Day Reporting Services – Provided by Mid-Michigan Recovery Services (MMRS), at a total cost not to exceed $52,000, identified as the new provider under RFP No. 120-25; and

WHEREAS, sufficient funds are available within the FY 2026 Justice Millage budget to support these contract amounts, and continuation of these programs aligns with the County’s strategic goals of reducing recidivism, promoting behavioral health, and maintaining safe and efficient jail operations.

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Ingham County Board of Commissioners authorizes the creation, continuation, and execution of FY 2026 contracts utilizing Justice Millage funds as follows:

· Prevention and Training Services (P.A.T.S. of Lansing) – up to $25,000 for Moral Reconation Therapy (MRT) services

· Prevention and Training Services (P.A.T.S. of Lansing) – up to $10,000 for Substance Abuse Assessments

· Mid-Michigan Recovery Services (MMRS) – up to $52,000 for Day Reporting Services.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the contract period shall run from January 1, 2026 through December 31, 2026, and the Controller/Administrator is authorized to make any budgetary adjustments necessary to implement this resolution.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Board Chairperson is authorized to sign the contracts and any necessary documents on behalf of the County, subject to approval as to form by the County Attorney.
