RESOLUTION TO AMEND THE FY 2026 COMMUNITY CORRECTIONS (PA 511) GRANT AWARD AND PROGRAM ALLOCATIONS

RESOLUTION #25 – 610

WHEREAS, the Ingham County Board of Commissioners previously authorized the submission of the FY 2026 Community Corrections (PA 511) Grant Application and acceptance of funds from the Michigan Department of Corrections in the amount of $360,007, per Resolution 25-283 and 

WHEREAS, the Michigan Department of Corrections has finalized the FY 2026 award to Ingham County/City of Lansing Community Corrections in the amount of $354,600, reflecting a net decrease of $5,407 from the originally approved total; and 

WHEREAS, the Community Corrections Advisory Board has reviewed and approved the revised allocations to align with the final state award and the results of the RFP processes completed for FY 2026 program services; and 
WHEREAS, the updated allocations for FY 2026 are as follows:
· Cognitive Behavioral Programming – Prevention and Training Services (PATS): $28,215
· Domestic Violence Intervention – Prevention and Training Services (PATS): $31,903
· Relapse Prevention & Recovery (G18) – Community Mental Health Authority of Clinton, Eaton, and Ingham Counties (CEI-CMH): $52,984

· Pretrial Supervision – 30th Circuit Court Pretrial Services: $41,772.80
· CHOICES – Mid-Michigan Recovery Services: $63,526.99
· TriCap-OMSP – MDOC TriCap: $30,000
· Administration – Ingham County Community Corrections: $106,198.21
· Total FY 2026 Award: $354,600; and
WHEREAS, these revisions reflect both the final approved state allocation and programmatic changes resulting from competitive RFP processes conducted in coordination with the 30th Circuit Court Administrator’s Office.

WHEREAS, the County Attorney represents both the County and CEI-CMH, and reasonably believes that its representation in this matter will not adversely affect the parties, nor does it appear that any confidential information received would be material to the transaction or disclosed by the County Attorney; however it is possible that a disagreement may develop regarding a legal opinion between the parties in the future; and

WHEREAS, the County Attorney, pursuant to Rule of Professional Conduct 1.7, requests a signed conflict waiver for the County Attorney to prepare, review, and approve the Agreement with CEI-CMH; and

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Ingham County Board of Commissioners hereby amends the FY 2026 Community Corrections (PA 511) Grant Award to $354,600, reflecting the revised allocations and program provider updates outlined above.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that all prior resolutions and contracts related to the FY 2026 PA 511 grant shall be considered modified to conform with the final award total and updated provider list.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Ingham County Board of Commissioners, having been advised of the risks of the Attorney representing both the County and CEI-CMH, hereby approves a waiver of legal conflict to allow the County Attorney to prepare, review, and approve as to legal form the agreement between CEI-CMH and the County, and further authorizes the Board Chairperson to sign the waiver and consent.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Board Chairperson is authorized to sign any necessary documents and contract amendments consistent with this resolution, subject to approval as to form by the County Attorney.
