· Year Four fiduciary services for Peacemaker Fellowship® including LifeMAP Allowances, Horizon Building Journeys, and travel and conference registrations for the Local Operator and other local partners paid by other funding sources; and

WHEREAS, all costs of this agreement will be covered by funds already received and budgeted for within the Advance Peace budget managed by ICHD; and

WHEREAS, the Medical Health Officer recommends that the Ingham County Board of Commissioners authorize a one-year agreement with MPHI to renew the Advance Peace evaluation and fiduciary services effective October 1, 2025 through September 30, 2026 in an amount not to exceed $108,215.
