RESOLUTION TO AUTHORIZE A CONTRACT WITH UNITED MENTORING PROGRAM (UMP) FOR MENTORING AND PROGRAMMING SERVICES AT INGHAM ACADEMY 
RESOLUTION #26 – 050

WHEREAS, the 30th Circuit Court Juvenile Division provides services and programming to delinquent youth under the jurisdiction of the Court, including youth enrolled in Ingham Academy; and
WHEREAS, the Juvenile Division seeks to support the healthy development and rehabilitation of court adjudicated youth by providing structured mentoring and programming that strengthens educational engagement, life skills development, and pro-social connections; and 

WHEREAS, United Mentoring Program (UMP) will provide mentoring and programming services through weekly group mentoring sessions, one-on-one mentoring, career development, life skills, academic support, conflict resolution, goal setting, progress monitoring, and guest speaker engagement for youth enrolled at Ingham Academy; and 

WHEREAS, UMP’s model includes a mentor match assessment process designed to support appropriate long-term mentor matches, with the intent that mentoring relationships may continue beyond a youth’s participation in Ingham Academy and the Court’s period of jurisdiction, supporting a successful transition off probation and into early adulthood; and

WHEREAS, UMP has provided mentoring services at Ingham Academy since June 1, 2025, supported through Juvenile Justice Millage community grant funding; and

WHEREAS, due to the demonstrated benefit of these services and the ongoing needs of court adjudicated youth at Ingham Academy, the Juvenile Division requested and received funding for these services within the Juvenile Division’s 2026 budget; and

WHEREAS, funding for these services is supported through the Juvenile Justice Millage and is eligible for reimbursement at 75% through the State’s Child Care Fund.

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Ingham County Board of Commissioners authorizes an agreement between the 30th Circuit Court - Juvenile Division and United Mentoring Program for the time period of January 1, 2026 through September 30, 2026, at a cost not to exceed $65,000. 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that there are funds available in line item 292.662.270-818.000.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Chairperson of the Ingham County Board of Commissioners is authorized to sign any contract documents as prepared by and approved as to form by the County Attorney consistent with this resolution.
