WHEREAS, in 2019, Nancy was instrumental in the expansion of three additional healthcare sites providing behavioral health support at Pattengill, Gardner, and Everett schools within the Lansing School District; and

WHEREAS, in 2023, Molina Healthcare recognized Sexton CHC, Eastern CHC, Everett CHC, Gardner CHC, and Pattengill CHC as School-Based Clinics of the Year; and

WHEREAS, Nancy has consistently demonstrated excellence in leadership and has generated continual improved access to quality healthcare services for adolescents in the community; and

WHEREAS, Nancy has been loyal, dedicated, knowledgeable, and professional in her adherence to and execution of both ICHD’s and ICHC’s Mission, Vision, and Core Values.
