RESOLUTION TO AUTHORIZE AN AGREEMENT WITH RxPARADIGM INC. TUNGSTEN+ PLUS FOR THE 340B DRUG DISCOUNT PROGRAM 

RESOLUTION #26 – 072

WHEREAS, Ingham County Health Department’s (ICHD) Community Health Centers (CHCs) wish to enter into an agreement with RxParadigm, Inc. technology company, to participate in the neutral, blockchain-powered clearinghouse for the 340B drug discount program effective January 1, 2026 and to be ongoing; and

WHEREAS, Tungsten+ PLUS is a neutral, 340B drug discount program designed to bring transparency and compliance to complex drug supply chain issues, Inflation Reduction Act (IRA) Compliance, and will manage downstream impacts of the IRA, specifically for the Medicare Maximum Fair Price (MFP) program and the 340B Rebate Pilot; and

WHEREAS, additionally, the 340B Rebate Model Pilot Program provides:
· Unified Claim Submission for entities to submit consolidated claims for both rebates and MFP through a single unified platform rather than navigating multiple manufacturer vendor systems 

· Automated Dispute Resolution using automation to initiate good-faith disputes with supporting evidence for missed or inaccurate payments 

· Operational Visibility providing a "single pane of glass" view to track reconciled, disputed, and denied claims, as well as reimbursement aging and payment status

· Blockchain-Powered Validation utilizing blockchain technology to meet 340B validation needs across state, national, and organizational levels; and

WHEREAS, the Tungsten+ technology platform will include an annual platform fee of $3,000, a 1.25% rebate 

per claim, and 0.5% acquisition cost per claim for MFP/Medicare Transaction Facilitator (MTF) management services; and
WHEREAS, all costs for this agreement will be paid for by the 340B Revenue Budget; and
WHEREAS, ICHD’s CHCs are a covered entity eligible to participate in the 340B Drug Pricing program; and

WHEREAS, participation requires formal authorization and designation of responsible parties; and

WHEREAS, the Medical Health Officer and the CHC Board of Directors recommend that the Ingham County Board of Commissioners authorize an agreement for Tungsten+ PLUS, a technology platform operated by RxParadigm, to provide 340B Program Management effective January 1, 2026 and to be ongoing.

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Ingham County Board of Commissioners authorizes an agreement for Tungsten+ PLUS, a technology platform operated by RxParadigm, to provide 340B Program Management effective January 1, 2026 and to be ongoing.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Tungsten+ technology platform will include an annual platform fee of $3,000, a 1.25% rebate per claim, and 0.5% acquisition cost per claim for MFP/MTF management services.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Chairperson of the Board of Commissioners is hereby authorized to sign any contract documents on behalf of the county after approval as to form by the County Attorney.
