RESOLUTION TO AUTHORIZE THE THIRTEENTH AMENDMENT TO THE AGREEMENT WITH THE CAPITAL AREA TRANSPORTATION AUTHORITY DATED JANUARY 1, 2016 THROUGH DECEMBER 31, 2025, TO EXTEND THE TERM OF THE AGREEMENT
RESOLUTION #26 – 074

WHEREAS, an extended main agreement was authorized with the Capital Area Transportation Authority (CATA) for the period ending December 31, 2025; and

 

WHEREAS, in November 2020, the electorate approved a renewal of the countywide public transportation millage level of 60/100 (.60) of one mill to be used for the purpose of funding a transportation system to be used primarily by elderly and disabled persons in Ingham County; and
WHEREAS, it is now necessary to extend the term of the main agreement through September 30, 2026, which corresponds with the expiration of Amendment 12, as approved by the County and CATA in October 2025 and outlines the scope of public transportation to be provided by CATA on behalf of the County; and
WHEREAS, the Board of Commissioners envisioned that the revenues generated as a result of the millage levy would be turned over to the Capital Area Transportation Authority and be used to provide the transportation service.

 

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Ingham County Board of Commissioners approves an amendment to the main agreement with the Capital Area Transportation Authority (CATA) which extends the term of the Agreement through September 30, 2026, which corresponds with the expiration of Amendment 12, as approved by the County and CATA in October 2025 and outlines the scope of public transportation to be provided by CATA on behalf of the County.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that Ingham County commits to working with CATA on a new base agreement that shall commence on October 1, 2026, pending voter approval of a renewal of the county-wide public transportation millage. 

 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Chairperson of the Board of Commissioners is hereby authorized to sign the appropriate agreements and documents necessary to implement the above, subject to approval as to form by the County Attorney.
