RESOLUTION TO APPROVE OPIOID CRISIS RESPONSE GRANT FUNDING 

RESOLUTION #26 – 191

WHEREAS, Ingham County participated in national opioid litigation and is receiving settlement funds to support opioid remediation efforts; and

WHEREAS, Ingham County has received approximately $5 million in settlement funds to date and is projected to receive approximately $16.4 million over an eighteen (18) year period; and

WHEREAS, the use of opioid settlement funds must meet requirements as outlined in applicable settlement agreements and be used for opioid remediation purposes; and

WHEREAS, the Ingham County Opioid Litigation Advisory Panel directed the issuance of a Request for Proposals (RFP) to allocate funds to community partners for opioid response programming; and

WHEREAS, twelve (12) proposals were received and reviewed by the RFP Review Subcommittee between January 9 and March 2, 2026, with recommendations developed following a thorough evaluation process; and

WHEREAS, the Opioid Litigation Advisory Panel has reviewed and supports funding recommendations totaling $760,937 for the current grant cycle.

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Ingham County Board of Commissioners hereby approves and authorizes the following opioid crisis response grant awards:

· Recovery Mobile: one-year contract in an amount not to exceed $90,912 to support mobile recovery outreach services, including peer recovery coaching and connections to care for individuals experiencing substance use disorder.

· WAI-IAM, Inc. and Rise Recovery Community: two-year contract in an amount not to exceed $177,293 to provide recovery community programming, peer-led support services, and pathways to long-term recovery.

· Community Mental Health Authority of Clinton, Eaton, and Ingham: one-year contract in an amount not to exceed $86,919 to expand access to behavioral health services and opioid use disorder treatment supports.

· Mid-Michigan Recovery Services: two-year contract in an amount not to exceed $46,423 to provide outpatient recovery services and supportive programming for individuals in recovery.

· Eastside Community Action Center: one-year contract in an amount not to exceed $190,640 to support community-based recovery services, including outreach, case management, and stabilization supports for vulnerable populations.

· Mason Public Schools: two-year contract in an amount not to exceed $168,750 to implement prevention, education, and early intervention programming for students related to substance use and opioid misuse.
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that all contracts are effective upon execution.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Controller/Administrator is authorized to make any necessary budget adjustments consistent with this resolution.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Chairperson of the Ingham County Board of Commissioners is hereby authorized to sign any necessary contract documents consistent with this resolution after approval as to form by the County Attorney.
