RESOLUTION TO AUTHORIZE THE ACCEPTANCE AND EXPENDITURE OF SUPPLEMENTAL OPIOID LITIGATION FUNDS

RESOLUTION #26 – 193

WHEREAS, the nationwide opioid litigation settlements have resulted in the distribution of funds to state and local governments to address the ongoing impacts of the opioid epidemic; and

WHEREAS, these funds are intended to support programs, services, and initiatives that prevent opioid misuse, expand treatment and recovery services, and reduce opioid-related harm within communities; and

WHEREAS, Ingham County Sheriff’s Office has been awarded an additional $175,000 in supplemental opioid litigation settlement funds to support local opioid response efforts; and

WHEREAS, these funds will assist the Ingham County Sheriff’s Office and community partners in implementing strategies that support treatment, recovery, prevention, and harm reduction initiatives for individuals affected by opioid use disorder; and

WHEREAS, the allocation and use of these supplemental funds were reviewed and approved by the Opioid Litigation Advisory Panel on Friday, March 20, 2026; and

WHEREAS, the acceptance and use of these funds will enhance the County’s ability to respond to the opioid crisis and support evidence-based practices within the criminal justice and public health systems.

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Ingham County Board of Commissioners authorizes the acceptance and expenditure of $175,000 in supplemental opioid litigation settlement funds to support opioid response initiatives within Ingham County.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the funds will be used in accordance with the allowable uses outlined in the opioid settlement agreements and applicable state guidance.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Ingham County Board of Commissioners authorizes the appropriate county officials to take all necessary actions to implement this resolution and ensure proper administration of the funds.
