RESOLUTION TO AMEND RESOLUTION #26-045 TO INCREASE THE EQUIPMENT PURCHASE AMOUNT FOR THE REGION 1 DRONETAG SCOUT DRONE DETECTION SYSTEMS FROM UNMANNED VEHICLE TECHNOLOGIES, LLC

RESOLUTION #26 – 197

WHEREAS, the Board of Commissioners previously adopted Resolution #26-045 authorizing the purchase of Dronetag Scout drone detection equipment from Unmanned Vehicle Technologies to fulfill a regional (Region 1) Homeland Security project; and

WHEREAS, Resolution #26-045 authorized the purchase utilizing Region 1 FY2023 Homeland Security Grant Program (HSGP) funds previously accepted by the Ingham County Board of Commissioners via Resolution #23-555; and 

WHEREAS, the regional project has been amended to account for all necessary equipment and inclusion of operator training; and

WHEREAS, the revised project continues to fulfill grant requirements of a minimum expenditure of $232,549 on projects in designated National Priority Areas (NPAs); and 

WHEREAS, mobile drone detection systems aid in achieving safe and secure public safety response and oversite of open spaces during prolonged incidents, disasters, or community events through proactive identification of and response to drone activity such as drone borne threats, inappropriate surveillance, and errant crashes; and

WHEREAS, the Michigan State Police Emergency Management and Homeland Security Division approved the funding proposal; and

WHEREAS, Unmanned Vehicle Technologies provides competitive equipment pricing with additional necessary accessories, installation, and training services; and 

WHEREAS, the total expenditure for this NPA project proposal is $19,119.25 an increase of $6,723.80 from the amount approved in Resolution #26-045.

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Ingham County Board of Commissioners authorizes an amendment to resolution #26-045 to increase the authorized expenditure amount by $6,723.80 to $19,119.25 for the purchase of DroneTag Scout drone detection systems and associated installation, training, and support, from Unmanned Vehicle Technologies utilizing funding from the FY2023 Homeland Security Grant Program Funding.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Chairperson of the Board of Commissioners is hereby authorized to sign any necessary contract documents or purchase documents on behalf of the County after approval as to form by the County Attorney.
