RESOLUTION TO AUTHORIZE AN AGREEMENT WITH THE INGHAM COUNTY LANDBANK FOR $100,000 OF LEGISLATIVE ENHANCEMENT GRANT FUNDS FOR PREDEVELOPMENT ACTIVITIES AT THE FORMER SCHOOL FOR THE BLIND SITE IN LANSING

RESOLUTION #26 – 220

WHEREAS, the Ingham County Board of Commissioners authorized Resolution #24-467 to enter into an agreement with the Michigan Housing Development Authority (MSHDA) to allocate $15,000,000 in Legislative Enhancement Grant funds to eligible housing-related programs and projects; and

WHEREAS, the Ingham County Land Bank is seeking $100,000 in Legislative Enhancement Grant funds to complete predevelopment activities on the remaining eight acres for development available on the School for the Blind campus, including environmental studies, site plans, soil borings, topography studies, storm drain research, utility research, and meeting City of Lansing zoning requirements; and
WHEREAS, the use of Legislative Enhancement Grant dollars will be limited to predevelopment of project sites that will create housing for households with incomes at or below 120% the Area Median Income (AMI); and

WHEREAS, the Housing Trust Fund Committee recommends that the Ingham County Board of Commissioners authorize $100,000 in Legislative Enhancement Grant dollars to fund predevelopment activities overseen by the Ingham County Land Bank at the former School for the Blind site in Lansing to prepare the site for future housing project developments.

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Ingham County Board of Commissioners hereby authorize establishing an agreement for $100,000 with the Ingham County Land Bank to complete predevelopment activities to prepare the former School for the Blind site in Lansing for future housing development to be completed by January 30, 2029 with terms consistent with MSHDA Legislative Enhancement Grant requirements. 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Controller/Administrator is authorized to make the necessary budget adjustments consistent with this resolution.
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Chairperson of the Ingham County Board of Commissioners is authorized to sign all applications, attachments, Grant Agreements, and all amendments, after approval as to form by the County Attorney.
