RESOLUTION TO AUTHORIZE THE APPLICATION AND ACCEPTANCE OF A $100,000 MICHIGAN STATE HOUSING DEVELOPMENT AUTHORITY COLLABORATIVE GRANT TO BE MANAGED BY THE HOUSING TRUST FUND

RESOLUTION #26 – 221

WHEREAS, the Ingham County Housing Trust Fund (HTF) was invited to apply to receive a $100,000 Michigan State Housing Development Authority (MSHDA) Collaborative Grant and to serve as the Regional Lead Agency for the Ingham-Eaton-Clinton County Regional Housing Plan; and

WHEREAS, the purpose of the collaborative grant program is to serve as a catalyst to improve the quality of housing in the region or to demonstrate new/innovative approaches to making housing more affordable and attainable in the region; and

WHEREAS, the Housing Trust Fund Committee has approved a grant-funded position description for a Collaborative Outreach Specialist to be funded primarily from the Professional Services line item from the MSHDA Collaborative Grant; and

WHEREAS, in addition to the staffing costs covered by the grant, Ingham County will commit up to $35,000 of administrative funds authorized in Resolution #25-419 in matching funds to fully fund the Collaborative Outreach Specialist position; and

WHEREAS, within the grant term of June 2026 to May 2027, HTF will increase its capacity to invest in collaborative efforts to increase housing production and housing assistance resources available for the citizens of Ingham County, while building new private and public partnerships across the region.

  

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Ingham County Board of Commissioners hereby authorizes the application for a MSHDA Collaborative Grant in the amount of $100,000, and authorizes acceptance of the grant amount for a grant term from June 1, 2026 to May 31, 2027. 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Controller/Administrator is authorized to make any necessary budget adjustments. 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Chairperson of the Ingham County Board of Commissioners is authorized to sign any contract documents consistent with this resolution and approved as to form by the County Attorney.
