RESOLUTION TO AUTHORIZE THE CREATION OF

A COLLABORATIVE OUTREACH SPECIALIST POSITION FOR THE HOUSING TRUST FUND TO BE FUNDED BY A MICHIGAN STATE HOUSING DEVELOPMENT AUTHORITY COLLABORATIVE GRANT AND MATCHING FUNDS FROM THE INGHAM COUNTY HOUSING & HOMELESS MILLAGE

RESOLUTION #26 – 222

WHEREAS, Ingham County Housing Trust Fund (HTF) wishes to create a Collaborative Outreach Specialist position to be funded through a combination of Michigan State Housing Development Authority (MSHDA) Collaborative Grant funds and Ingham County Housing and Homeless Millage funds; and

WHEREAS, this role will provide support to programmatic efforts of the Regional Housing Plan for Region I, including Ingham, Eaton, and Clinton Counties, and the Housing Trust Fund, including but not limited to efforts to enhance housing production and housing assistance; and 

WHEREAS, the ICEA County Pro union has been notified and has confirmed support of the creation of this new position; and 

WHEREAS, funding for this role will be supported by MSHDA Collaborative Grant for the grant term of June 1, 2026 to May 31, 2027 in the amount of $75,000 and up to $35,000 in matching Ingham County Housing Millage funds authorized for staffing in Resolution #25-419; and

WHEREAS, the Collaborative Outreach Specialist position will be an ICEA County Pro with a Step 1-Step 5 salary range of: $54,424.93 - $65,354.25.


THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Ingham County Board of Commissioners authorizes the creation of a Collaborative Outreach Specialist position to be compensated at an ICEA County Pro with a salary range of $54,424.93 - $65,354.25 to support the programmatic efforts of the MSHDA Collaborative Grant, the Region I Housing Plan, and the Ingham County Housing Trust Fund. 
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that funding for this role will be supported through $75,000 from the MSHDA Collaborative Grant with a grant term of June 1, 2026 to May 31, 2027, and up to $35,000 in matching Ingham County Housing Millage funds.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Controller/Administrator is authorized to make any necessary budget adjustments and changes to the position allocation list, consistent with this resolution.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Chairperson of the Ingham County Board of Commissioners is authorized to sign any necessary contract documents upon approval as to form by the County Attorney.
