RESOLUTION CONGRATULATING THE CAPITAL REGIONAL INTERNATIONAL AIRPORT

ON 100 YEARS OF AVIATION

RESOLUTION #26 – 281

WHEREAS, the first recorded flight in early Lansing aviation history occurred in 1911 at a local racecourse; and

WHEREAS, airfields existed in the Lansing area during the 1910s and 1920s, with the closest small field to the City of Lansing being “Creyts Field”, operating from 1922 to 1926; and

WHEREAS, by 1925 the fledgling aviation industry was spreading its wings in Lansing, the current city site, formerly known as “Chandler's Marsh”, a state-owned hay field, was selected to serve Lansing, the Capital City of Michigan; and

WHEREAS, the planes flew from the new site, Capital City Airport, on May 1, 1926, the formal airport dedication was July 14–15, 1928, Capital City Airport saw early airmail service in 1928, and passenger service in 1929; and  

WHEREAS, Capital City Airport, managed by Francis Aviation and Hughes Flying Service, was vital to the U.S. government's Civilian Pilot Training Program and War Training Service, where, during World War II, 300 pilots were trained monthly; and

WHEREAS, the original 300-acre site grew rapidly and the current terminal was constructed in 1959, the Airport expanded into a regional hub and was later renamed Capital Regional International Airport following its 2008 attainment of official “Port of Entry” status enabling international flights.

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Ingham County Board of Commissioners hereby congratulates Capital Regional International Airport on 100 years of aviation.
