RESOLUTION TO AMEND RESOLUTION #25-134 TO INCREASE AGREEMENT WITH CAPITAL AREA HOUSING PARTNERSHIP AND APPROPRIATE ADDITIONAL LEGISLATIVE ENHANCEMENT GRANT FUNDS FOR THE INGHAM COUNTY DOWN PAYMENT ASSISTANCE PROGRAM

RESOLUTION #26 – 283

WHEREAS, the Ingham County Board of Commissioners adopted Resolution #24-467 authorizing an agreement with the Michigan Housing Development Authority (MSHDA) for the allocation of $15,000,000 in Legislative Enhancement Grant funds to eligible housing-related programs and projects; and

WHEREAS, Resolution #25-134 authorized the allocation of $1,450,000 in Legislative Enhancement Grant funds and approved an agreement with Capital Area Housing Partnership for administration and delivery of the Ingham County Down Payment Assistance Program; and

WHEREAS, Resolution #25-078 authorized the allocation of Legislative Enhancement Grant funds to Capital Area Community Services for Weatherization Services, including $211,400 in combined construction and administrative costs associated with the planned development of a weatherization training center; and

WHEREAS, the proposed weatherization training center will no longer be completed, making the previously allocated $211,400 available for reallocation to other eligible housing activities; and

WHEREAS, the Ingham County Down Payment Assistance Program has successfully deployed nearly $1,000,000 since its launch and is projected to deploy an additional $300,000 within the next two months, achieving the initial goal of providing approximately 43 forgivable loans of up to $30,000 each to homebuyers earning at or below 80% of Area Median Income; and

WHEREAS, in order to support and prioritize the sale of affordable newly constructed or rehabilitated homes subsidized by Ingham County, $250,000 in unallocated Legislative Enhancement Grant funds will be designated to provide down payment assistance of up to $30,000 for an additional eight income-qualified purchasers of County-subsidized homes; and

WHEREAS, an additional $211,400 in Legislative Enhancement Grant funds previously allocated for the weatherization training center project will be reallocated to continue the Ingham County Down Payment Assistance Program and provide assistance of up to $30,000 for an additional seven income-qualified purchasers of affordable homes in Ingham County.

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Ingham County Board of Commissioners hereby authorizes an amendment to the existing agreement with Capital Area Housing Partnership for administration of the Ingham County Down Payment Assistance Program, increasing the agreement by $461,400, from $1,450,000 to a total amount not to exceed $1,911,400 in Legislative Enhancement Grant funds.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the additional funding shall support down payment assistance for approximately 15 additional income-qualified homebuyers, including eight homebuyers of homes constructed or rehabilitated using Ingham County Housing Trust Fund dollars.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that any amended agreement shall contain terms consistent with Legislative Enhancement Grant requirements and shall include a grant term ending no later than January 30, 2029.
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Controller/Administrator is authorized to make the necessary budget adjustments consistent with this resolution.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Chairperson of the Board of Commissioners is authorized to execute any necessary contract documents on behalf of the County, subject to approval as to form by the County Attorney.
