RESOLUTION TO AUTHORIZE THE APPROPRIATION OF $2,250,000 FROM THE 2026 HOUSING & HOMELESS MILLAGE BUDGET AND $2,500,000 FROM THE 2027 HOUSING & HOMELESS MILLAGE BUDGET FOR PROJECTS SELECTED THROUGH THE 2026 MULTIFAMILY HOUSING DEVELOPMENT AND REHABILITATION GRANT PROCESS

RESOLUTION #26 – 284

WHEREAS, the Ingham County Board of Commissioners (the Board), through Resolution #25-540, authorized the Ingham County Housing Trust Fund (HTF) to release a Multifamily Housing Development and Rehabilitation Grant application process utilizing Housing & Homeless Millage funds; and

WHEREAS, Resolution #25-344 previously committed $1,500,000 to the Emerald Point project, and those funds are now available for redistribution due to the project no longer moving forward, increasing the total funding available for this and other HTF opportunities to $5,500,000; and

WHEREAS, the County received sixteen (16) grant applications for multifamily and rental housing construction and rehabilitation projects consistent with the purpose of the Housing & Homeless Millage approved by Ingham County voters; and

WHEREAS, following a comprehensive review and evaluation process conducted by a rating committee comprised of HTF Committee members, the HTF Committee developed funding recommendations for six projects; and

WHEREAS, the recommended projects include four large-scale developments that are projected to create 228 new housing units and rehabilitate 61 existing housing units, as well as two smaller-scale projects projected to create six new housing units and rehabilitate 18 existing housing units; and

WHEREAS, the funding recommendations are based on applications reviewed and evaluated as summarized in the attached Table 1.1 and Table 1.2; and

WHEREAS, in order to support multiple large-scale housing construction and rehabilitation projects, the HTF Committee recommends utilizing Housing & Homeless Millage funds appropriated in both the 2026 and 2027 budget years.

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Ingham County Board of Commissioners hereby authorizes entering into agreements with the following entities for the corresponding projects and funding amounts:

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that each agreement will include specific terms, consistent with County requirements, to ensure housing constructed or rehabilitated using these funds will complete all work within the specified timeline to produce and maintain units that will remain affordable for income-qualified residents at or less than 120% of Area Median Income for a minimum of 20 years, and must not utilize tenant screening processes that create additional barriers to housing for low-income tenants such as enforcing a minimum credit score.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Controller/Administrator is authorized to make the necessary budget adjustments consistent with this resolution.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Chairperson of the Board of Commissioners is hereby authorized to sign any necessary contract documents on behalf of the County after approval as to form by the County Attorney.
