RESOLUTION TO AMEND RESOLUTION #26-026 TO AUTHORIZE THE ESTABLISHMENT OF A GRANT FUNDED MATERIALS MANAGEMENT COORDINATOR POSITION
RESOLUTION #26 – 296

WHEREAS, Ingham County is working to develop a Materials Management Plan (MMP) in compliance with Part 115, Solid Waste Management, of the Natural Resources and Environmental Protection Act, 1994 PA 451, as amended, that became effective on March 29, 2023; and 

WHEREAS, Resolution #24-345 established the Ingham County Materials Management Planning Committee (MMPC) as a permanent body in accordance with Part 115 to primarily assist in the development and implementation of the MMP in addition to its other responsibilities under Part 115; and

WHEREAS, Resolution #26-026 authorized the establishment of a full time grant funded Materials Management Coordinator position grade MC 6 (total cost including benefits $110,396.89 – $127,090.62), to support the Ingham County Materials Management Planning Committee (MMPC) and materials management initiatives in Ingham County; and

WHEREAS, the funding for the Materials Management Coordinator Position was authorized via Resolution #26-025 that authorized an amendment to the agreement between Ingham County and the Michigan Department of Environment, Great Lakes, and Energy for the MMP Grant to increase the total grant budget and total amount no to exceed $202,450; and

WHEREAS, continued annual funding through the MMP Grant is expected to remain available, providing ongoing support for the County’s MMP and the Materials Management Coordinator position, and will require additional amendments to the grant agreement on an ongoing basis; and

WHEREAS, administration of the MMP Grant and its compatibility with County policies related to amendments, reimbursements, and other grant functions has proven challenging in aligning timelines, resulting in significant delays and difficulties in the County’s MMP development process; and

WHEREAS, the Materials Management Planning Committee (MMPC) and the County’s Office of Environmental Sustainability recommend that the Ingham County Board of Commissioners authorize the temporary use of contingency funds for up to a consecutive or non-consecutive three-month period to prevent any interruption in employment for the Materials Management Coordinator resulting from funding delays, reimbursement timing, or amendment processing associated with the MMP Grant; and

WHEREAS, the cost of providing contingency funding for up to a consecutive or non-consecutive three-month period for the Materials Management Coordinator position is $31,772.66.

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Ingham County Board of Commissioners authorizes an appropriation of up to $31,772.66 from the Contingency Fund to temporarily support the Materials Management Coordinator position during delays in grant reimbursement, amendment execution, or other funding interruptions associated with the MMP Grant.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Controller/Administrator is authorized to make any necessary budget adjustments consistent with this resolution, including the transfer of up to $31,772.66 from the 2026 Contingency Fund to the associated personnel line items within the Controller’s Office budget.
