WHEREAS, the funds from these three grants are included in the Health Department’s 2010 adopted budget; and

WHEREAS, the Health Officer has recommended that the Board authorize the grant agreements.

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Ingham County Board of Commissioners authorizes a grant agreement with the Michigan Primary Care Association for a School Based Health Center Grant – Non-Clinical Model, for services to be delivered through the Willow Health Center, totaling $76,500 in State funds, for the period October 1, 2009 through September 30, 2010.    

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Ingham County Board of Commissioners authorizes a grant agreement with the Michigan Primary Care Association for a School Based Health Center Grant – Community Based Clinical Model totaling $202,500 in State funds, for the period October 1, 2009 through September 30, 2010, for services to be delivered through the Willow Health Center.
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Ingham County Board of Commissioners authorizes a grant agreement with the Michigan Primary Care Association for a School Based Health Center Grant – Community Based Clinical Model totaling $157,500 in State funds, for the period October 1, 2009 through September 30, 2010, for services to be delivered through the Otto Community Health Center.
