WHEREAS, Joan is working on a new Food Resource Center which will include a commercial kitchen for food entrepreneurs, production of a signature eastside product, and temperature-controlled food storage bins, this effort was funded with grants from the Capital Region Community Foundation and Michigan State Housing Development Authority; and

WHEREAS, Joan was named the 2012 Woman of the Year by the Greater Lansing Woman Magazine.
