FOSTER COLLABORATION BETWEEN THE PARTIES THAT WILL SUPPORT 

REGIONAL ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT AND GROWTH

RESOLUTION # 16 – 087

WHEREAS, the parties to this MOU are each a Chairperson of a respective County Board of Commissioners which represents and has the care and custody of the property and business of a county; and

WHEREAS, the Vision of the Collaborative is: “A Region with optimal economic activity supporting job growth and enhanced business and talent attraction”; and

WHEREAS, the mission of the Collaborative is “To work together to accomplish the following objectives and ultimately realize the Vision.

· To freely discuss and exchange ideas and concepts regarding infrastructure needs, marketing, policy, talent, business attraction and retention, value-adding propositions, job creation, regional competitiveness, and innovation.

· To support the efforts of the Collaborative in a non-competitive, mutually-beneficial environment.

· To support local businesses and engender community building and relationships.

· To act positively to enhance the image of the region.

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, the parties agree as follows:

1.
To mutually cooperate and collaborate as a collaborative to support the Vision and Mission and to assist with the implementation of strategies to achieve the objectives.

2.
This MOU is a non-binding collaboration with a one-year term (“Term”).  It will be automatically extended for successive one-year terms (each an “Extended Term Year”) unless a Party wishes not to extend the Term or any Extended Term Year as to that Party.  The Party wishing not to extend the Term or any Extended Term Year shall provide written notice to the other Parties no later than sixty days prior to the end of the Term or any Extended Term Year as the case may be.  The non-extension shall only apply to the Party providing such notice.  In addition, each Party shall have the right to terminate this MOU for any reason upon 60 days written notice to the other Parties.  Such termination shall only apply to the Party providing such notice.

3.
This MOU is not legally binding on any Party.  Each Party is responsible for its own costs and expenses.  No legal rights or liabilities between and among the Parties are created.  This MOU is not intended to, and shall not be construed to, create a joint venture, agency, partnership, interlocal agreement, governmental body, or association.  No person or entity may rely on this MOU for any reason whatsoever.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, the Ingham County Board of Commissioners authorizes the Board Chairperson to sign any necessary documents that are consistent with this resolution and approved as to form by the County Attorney.
