RESOLUTION TO ENTER INTO AN AGREEMENT WITH APIC

AND DR. WYKI PANG

RESOLUTION #20 – 367

WHEREAS Ingham County Health Department (ICHD) wishes to enter into an agreement with Dr. Wyki Pang and an agreement with the Association for Professionals in Infection Control and Epidemiology (APIC), effective upon approval through September 30, 2020; and

WHEREAS Resolution #20-318 authorized the acceptance of COVID-19 Infection Prevention and Control funds; and

WHEREAS, nationally, long-term care facilities have been disproportionately affected by COVID-19 infections, and have been sites for COVID-19 outbreaks within Ingham County; and

WHEREAS, ICHD would like to enter into an agreement with APIC in an amount not to exceed $20,000.00 to provide infection prevention and control training support to both ICHD physicians and private physicians practicing in Ingham County to help eliminate this disparity; and

WHEREAS, APIC will provide an EPI to support long-term care virtual training opportunities for skilled nursing facilities, long-term care facilities, and nursing homes and provide opportunities to discuss policies and content knowledge for COVID-19 infection prevention and control; and

WHEREAS, ICHD would also like to enter into an agreement with Dr. Wyki Pang in an amount not to exceed $5,000.00 to assist with the creation and implementation of COVID-19 infection prevention control protocols; and

WHEREAS, Dr. Wyki Pang is board certified in Public Health and in General Preventive Medicine and will assist ICHD with identifying local long-term care facilities, skilled nursing facilities, and nursing homes that ICHD can work with to help ensure COVID-19 infection prevention and disease control to help support ICHD’s work with APIC; and

WHEREAS, all costs associated with this agreement have been accounted for by funds authorized in Resolution #20-318; and

WHEREAS, the Health Officer recommends approval of the attached resolution to enter into an agreement with APIC in an amount not to exceed $20,000.00 and with Dr. Wyki Pang in an amount not to exceed $5,000.00 effective upon approval through September 30, 2020 to help increase ICHD’s capacity for infection prevention and disease control.

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Ingham County Board of Commissioners authorizes an agreement with APIC in an amount not to exceed $20,000.00 and with Dr. Wyki Pang in an amount not to exceed $5,000.00 effective upon approval through September 30, 2020 to help increase ICHD’s capacity for infection prevention and disease control. 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Controller/Administrator is authorized to make any necessary budget adjustments consistent with this resolution.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Chairperson of the Ingham County Board of Commissioners is authorized to sign any necessary contract documents consistent with this resolution upon approval as to form by the County Attorney. 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that this resolution is approved in accordance with Resolution 20-110 delegating authority to the Board Chairperson to approve emergency resolutions pursuant to the provisions of MCL 30.401 et seq or MCL 10.31 et seq if a state of disaster or state of emergency has been declared by the governor, then, during such time of emergency, to approve emergency resolutions, subject to subsequent ratification by the Board of Commissioners at a later date.
