RESOLUTION TO ACCEPT MICHIGAN COVID-19 AGRICULTURAL AND 
FOOD PROCESSING TESTING INITIATIVE FUNDING AWARD

RESOLUTION #20 – 372

WHEREAS, ICHD wishes to accept funding from Michigan Primary Care Association to participate in the Michigan COVID-19 Agricultural and Food Processing Testing Initiative, effective July 1, 2020 through December 31, 2020; and

WHEREAS, ICHD’s Community Health Centers (CHC) will receive a funding award of $279,863.99 for providing COVID-19 diagnostic testing to up to 1000 critical infrastructure workers in the food supply chain; and

WHEREAS, in addition, this funding will cover start-up costs, event supplies and travel costs; and

WHEREAS, testing will be performed through either mobile specimen collection at the workplace or migrant labor housing facilities at no-cost to participants; and

WHEREAS, testing may also take place on-site in the CHC clinic or CHC drive-thru testing sites; and
WHEREAS, testing will align with current guidance from the Centers for Disease Control (CDC) and Michigan Department of Health and Human Services (MDHHS), including testing prioritization or current Executive/Emergency Orders; and

WHEREAS, the Ingham Community Health Center Board of Directors recommends accepting a $279,863.99 award through MPCA to participate in the Michigan COVID-19 Agricultural and Food Processing Testing Initiative at no cost, effective July 1, 2020 through December 31, 2020; and

WHEREAS, the Health Officer recommends accepting a $279,863.99 award through Michigan Primary Care Association (MPCA) to participate in the Michigan COVID-19 Agricultural and Food Processing Testing Initiative at no cost, effective July 1, 2020 through December 31, 2020.

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Ingham County Board of Commissioners authorizes

acceptance of a $279,863.99 award through MPCA to participate in the Michigan COVID-19 Agricultural And Food Processing Testing Initiative at no cost, effective July 1, 2020 through December 31, 2020.
