RESOLUTION TO AUTHORIZE AN ADDENDUM TO THE AGREEMENT WITH 
NEXTGEN HEALTHCARE INFORMATION SYSTEMS, INC.

RESOLUTION #20 – 373

WHEREAS, ICHD wishes to amend resolution #10-275 to allow NextGen to install a lab interface for ordering and receiving laboratory results with Quest Diagnostics LLC for all providers, including mid-level providers; and 

WHEREAS, Resolution #10-275, the Board of Commissioners authorized an agreement with NextGen® Healthcare Information Systems, Inc. (NextGen®) for the purpose of obtaining its patient management and electronic health record software systems; and 

WHEREAS, a lab interface with Quest Diagnostics LLC will allow Ingham Community Health Centers to provide free COVID-19 testing for up to 1,000 critical infrastructure workers in the food supply chain in Michigan; and 

WHEREAS, the Michigan COVID-19 Agricultural and Food Processing Testing Initiative was authorized under Emergency Order under MCL 333.2253 in partnership with the Michigan Primary Care Association (MPCA) and Quest Diagnostics LLC, effective July 1, 2020 through December 31, 2020; and 

WHEREAS, this addendum to the agreement will cost a one-time fee of $3,000.00 and will be paid upfront by Quest Diagnostics LLC; and

WHEREAS, ICHD will be responsible for a 12 month maintenance fee of $570.00 which will be paid for using grant funds from MPCA authorized in Resolution #20-372; and

WHEREAS, the Health Officer and the Ingham County Health Center Board recommends that the Board of Commissioners approve the addendum to the agreement with NextGen® Healthcare Information Systems, Inc. authorized in Resolution #10-275 to allow for the installation of a lab interface with Quest Diagnostics LLC, effective July 1, 2020 through December 31, 2020. 

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Ingham County Board of Commissioners hereby approves the addendum to the agreement with NextGen® Healthcare Information Systems, Inc. authorized in Resolution #10-275 to allow for the installation of a lab interface with Quest Diagnostics LLC, effective July 1, 2020 through December 31, 2020.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Controller/Administrator is authorized to make any necessary budget adjustments consistent with this resolution.
