RESOLUTION #21 – 461
WHEREAS, Ingham County Health Department wishes to amend Resolution #21-037 to extend the agreements with the National Association of City Health Officials (NACCHO), effective July 21, 2020 through December 31, 2021, and the Association for Professionals in Infection Control and Epidemiology (APIC), to be effective January 1, 2021 through December 31, 2021; and

WHEREAS, Resolution #20-484 authorized the acceptance of grant funds from NACCHO to help build ICHD’s COVID-19 infection prevention and control response to assist with training and implementation of infection prevention and control measures in long-term care facilities (LTCF) and adult foster care (AFC) homes in Ingham County; and

WHEREAS, ICHD has received approval from NACCHO for an extension to continue this work; and

WHEREAS, with this extension APIC will continue to provide consultation services via virtual training opportunities to build capacity of ICHD and LTCF staff, and provide opportunities to discuss policies and content knowledge for COVID-19 infection prevention and control; and

WHEREAS, residents of LTCFs have been disproportionately affected by COVID-19 and have experienced higher rates of positive cases than other populations; and

WHEREAS, extending the agreement with APIC will increase ICHD’s capacity to address these disparities and train more ICHD staff and LTCF staff in infection prevention and control; and 

WHEREAS, the Health Officer recommends that the Ingham County Board of Commissioners authorizes an amendment to Resolution #21-037, extending the agreements with NACCHO, effective July 21, 2020 through December 31, 2021 and with APIC, effective January 1, 2021 through December 31, 2021. 

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Ingham County Board of Commissioners authorizes an amendment to Resolution #21-037, authorizing an extension of the agreements with NACCHO, effective July 21, 2020 through December 31, 2021 and with APIC, effective January 1, 2021 through December 31, 2021.
