RESOLUTION URGING THE MICHIGAN LEGISLATURE AND CONGRESS 
TO ENACT COMMON SENSE GUN REFORM MEASURES
RESOLUTION #22 – 317

WHEREAS, the United States has seen a substantial increase in mass shootings in recent years with 417 in 2019, 611 in 2020, 693 in 2021 and over 250 mass shootings so far in 2022 averaging over 1 per day; and
WHEREAS,  since the tragic shooting at Robb Elementary School in Ulvade, Texas claimed the lives of 19 fourth grade students and 2 teachers and the shooting at a predominately black grocery store in Buffalo, New York where 10 residents lost their lives there have been over 38 mass shootings nationally; and
WHEREAS, a study from the Johns Hopkins Center for Gun Violence Solutions which analyzed 2020 data from the Center for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC) found gun violence is the leading cause of death among children, teens, and young adults under the age of 25, taking the lives of over 10,000 young people in 2020 alone; and
WHEREAS, there is broad support in communities across the country for common sense gun reform measures to reduce the possibility of mass shooting events; and 
WHEREAS, additional actions can be taken by the Legislature and Congress to protect the children and citizens of our nation from these senseless acts of gun violence.  

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Ingham County Board of Commissioners hereby urges the Michigan Legislature and Congress to enact common sense gun reform measures including universal background checks legislation, red flag legislation, renew the ban on assault weapons and enact safe storage laws.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Ingham County Clerk is requested to forward copies of this resolution to the Governor of the State of Michigan, the State Senate Majority and Minority leaders, the State House Speaker and Minority leader, the members of the Ingham County delegation to the Michigan Legislature and federal legislative delegation.
