RESOLUTION TO AMEND RESOLUTION #21-500 AUTHORIZING THE RAISE THE AGE GRANT FROM THE MICHIGAN DEPARTMENT OF HEALTH AND HUMAN SERVICES 
RESOLUTION #22 – 348

WHEREAS, on July 21, 2021, the Michigan Department of Health and Human Services informed the 30th Judicial Circuit Court Juvenile Division that they were awarded an allocation of $143,927.00 through the Raise the Age Grant for Fiscal Year 2022 which was authorized through Resolution #21-500; and

WHEREAS, funds from the grant are used to reimburse the Juvenile Division for non-eligible Child Care Fund expenses related to Raise the Age; and

WHEREAS, the calculation for this grant amount was based on expected Raise the Age eligible youth as well as past expenses; and

WHEREAS, the Juvenile Division is eligible to receive an additional $37,000.00 in funding from the Michigan Department of Health and Human Services Raise the Age grant as the actual numbers of both Raise the Age eligible youth and general fund expenses are higher than expected.

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Ingham County Board of Commissioners hereby authorizes amending Resolution #21-500 to increase the grant award from the Michigan Department of Health and Human Services Raise the Age Grant for an additional $37,000 for a total sum of $180,927.00 for the time period of October 1, 2021 through September 30, 2022. 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Controller/Administrator is directed to make the necessary adjustments to the 2022 Juvenile Division budget.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Chairperson of the Board of Commissioners is hereby authorized to sign any necessary documents on behalf of the County after approval as to form by the County Attorney.
