WHEREAS, on August 6, 1924, Elder Richard Wilson established the Church of
God in Christ in a small structure located at 914 Williams Street, where the Church's first official Bible Study was held; and

WHEREAS, in 1926, a larger building was constructed at 1025 Birch Street, and the first service was held on Sunday, August 22, 1926; and

WHEREAS, as the Church grew rapidly, Elder Wilson sent for Elder Perry Robinson from Melvin, Arkansas to assist him, at the time Wider Kissington was the Bishop, Sister Dunkin was one of the first members of the Church and Missionary Carrie Williams regularly assisted; and

WHEREAS, due to its location on Birch Street, the Church became known as the “Birch Street COGIC”; and 
WHEREAS, in the early 1970's, the Church moved to its current location at 5304 Wise Rd, and has been there ever since; and

WHEREAS, today the Church focuses on community programs such as the Food Pantry, Computer Learning Lab, C.L.I.C.K., a youth learning, homework mentoring ministry, and monthly P.I.N., prayer in the neighborhood; and

WHEREAS, the Lansing Church of God in Christ is celebrating its 100th anniversary.

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Ingham County Board of Commissioners hereby congratulates Bishop Samuel Duncan, Jr., his wife Lady Dorothy Duncan and the congregation of the Lansing Church of God in Christ on the event of their 100th anniversary.
