RESOLUTION TO AUTHORIZE $100,000 FOR CAPITAL AREA HOUSING PARTNERSHIP FROM 2024 INGHAM COUNTY HOUSING AND HOMELESS MILLAGE FOR THE DEVELOPMENT OF A SINGLE-FAMILY HOME TO BE SOLD TO INCOME-ELIGIBLE BUYERS ON VACANT LAND BANK PARCEL IN THE CITY OF LESLIE
RESOLUTION #25 – 320

WHEREAS, a Housing and Homeless Services Millage was approved by the voters of Ingham County in November of 2024 for the purpose of funding the purchase, acquisition, construction, maintenance, operation, improvement, extension, or repair of housing facilities and the elimination of detrimental housing conditions, and funding other housing programs; and

WHEREAS, the Ingham County Board of Commissioners wishes to reserve Housing Millage funds in the amount of no more than $100,000 per unit to support the construction and redevelopment of single-family homes to be made available for income-qualified homebuyers; and

WHEREAS, Resolution #25-217 authorized $400,000 in the Michigan State Housing Development Authority (MSHDA) Enhancement Grant funds for Capital Area Housing Partnership (CAHP) to subsidize the construction of four single-family homes on the former Leslie High School site held by the Ingham County Land Bank; and

WHEREAS, the site plan and infrastructure can support a fifth home on the project site, and constructing an additional home will increase the development’s efficiency and affordability impact; and

WHEREAS, the newly constructed home will be available to income qualified households up to 120% of the Area Median Income (AMI); and

WHEREAS, the Housing Trust Fund Committee recommends that the Ingham County Board of Commissioners authorize an additional $100,000 in Ingham County Housing Millage funds to support the construction of a fifth single-family home on a vacant Land Bank parcel.

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Ingham County Board of Commissioners authorizes $100,000 from the Ingham County Housing and Homeless Millage to be granted to Capital Area Housing Partnership for the construction of a fifth single-family home on a vacant parcel at the former Leslie High School redevelopment site.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Controller/Administrator is authorized to make the necessary budget adjustments consistent with this resolution.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Chairperson of the Ingham County Board of Commissioners is authorized to sign all applications, attachments, grant agreements, and all amendments, after approval as to form by the County Attorney.
