WHEREAS, Ingham County Health Department’s (ICHD’s) Cedar Pediatrics Community Health Center (CHC) wishes to waive the four-week waiting period for filling two vacant Community Health Representative (CHR) III position #601383 and position #601403; and

WHEREAS, these CHR III positions are the only two that are public facing for Cedar Pediatrics’ CHC; and

WHEREAS, of one of the CHR III positions will be vacant July 3, 2025 and the second CHR III position will be vacated effective July 14, 2025 and

WHEREAS, as Cedar Pediatrics is entering the busiest time of the year, these upcoming vacancies will leave Cedar Pediatrics without any CHR IIIs to handle the heavy patient load; and 

WHEREAS, a delay in filling these positions will have an immediate impact on Cedar Pediatrics’ ability to provide patient care for children within our community which in turn will also negatively impact patient revenue and provider productivity; and

WHEREAS, the Medical Health Officer recommends that the Ingham County Board of Commissioners authorize waiving the four-week waiting period to fill position #601403 (vacant on July 3,2025), and position #601386 (vacant on July 14, 2025), in Cedar Pediatrics’ CHC effective upon approval of this resolution.

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Ingham County Board of Commissioners authorizes waiving the four-week waiting period to fill position #601403 (vacant on July 3, 2025), and position #601386 (vacant on July 14, 2025), in Cedar Pediatrics’ CHC effective upon approval of this resolution.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that filling this position will allow ICHD’s Cedar Pediatrics to provide service to the public, and children in the community in a timely and efficient manner, and decrease the revenue loss that would occur due to the inability to register and schedule patients.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that filling these two CHR III positions without a four-week delay will allow ICHD’s Cedar Pediatrics CHC to provide the best care to our pediatric patients.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Ingham County Board of Commissioners is authorized to sign any necessary contract documents upon approval as to form by the County Attorney.
