RESOLUTION TO AUTHORIZE THE FY2025-2026 MASTER AGREEMENT WITH THE MICHIGAN DEPARTMENT OF HEALTH AND HUMAN SERVICES FOR THE DELIVERY OF PUBLIC HEALTH SERVICES UNDER THE MASTER AGREEMENT
RESOLUTION #25 – 401

WHEREAS, Ingham County Health Department (ICHD) wishes to enter into a FY25-26 Comprehensive Agreement with Michigan Department of Health and Human Services (MDHHS) effective October 1, 2025 through September 30, 2026 in an amount not to exceed $9,616,099; and
WHEREAS, the responsibility of protecting the health of the public is a shared responsibility between the State and County governments in Michigan; and
WHEREAS, MDHHS and local health departments enter into contracts to clarify the role and responsibilities of each party in protecting public health; and 

WHEREAS, MDHHS has proposed grant funding levels and clarify agreement procedures; and

WHEREAS, the Medical Health Officer has recommended that the Board of Commissioners authorize the FY2025-2026 Master Agreement.


THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Ingham County Board of Commissioners authorizes a 2025-2026 Agreement with the MDHHS for the delivery of public health services under the Master Agreement Process.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the period of Agreement shall be October 1, 2025 through September 30, 2026.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the total amount of the Master Agreement funding shall be $9,616,099.
