RESOLUTION TO AUTHORIZE AN AGREEMENT WITH BEACON TECHNOLOGIES TO INITIATE A 340B REBATE REQUEST
RESOLUTION #26 – 029

WHEREAS, Ingham County Health Department’s (ICHD) Community Health Centers (CHCs) wish to enter into an agreement with Beacon Technologies, a 340B platform operated by Second Sight Solutions, to initiate a 340B rebate request; and

WHEREAS, this agreement will include submitting the required data, tracking the status of a 340B rebate request, receiving payment of the 340B rebate, and accessing data to perform financial reconciliations; and

WHEREAS, participation in the Beacon platform is mandatory to recover 340B discounts (as rebates) for eligible claims involving these drugs and failure to register and submit data will result in the inability to access these vital funds; and 

WHEREAS, Beacon provides the approved platform for managing 340B Program rebates and is the approved exclusive vendor as determined by the Health Resources and Services Administration (HRSA); and

WHEREAS, the CHCs are a covered entity eligible to participate in the 340B Drug Pricing program; and

WHEREAS, the CHCs will also use Beacon to research a 340B rebate status and initiate a good faith inquiry in instances where the CHCs believe it has not received a 340B rebate that it is due; and

WHEREAS, participation requires formal authorization and designation of responsible parties; and

WHEREAS, as Beacon is not completing vendor registrations at this time and the immediate engagement of Beacon is critical to the CHC’s 340B Program operation, ICHD is requesting to waive the vendor registration requirement in order to begin participating in this technology platform; and
WHEREAS, the Medical Health Officer and the CHC Board of Directors recommend that the Ingham County Board of Commissioners authorize an agreement with Beacon, a 340B technology platform operated by Second Sight Solutions, to initiate a 340B rebate request effective January 1, 2026.
THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Ingham County Board of Commissioners authorizes an agreement with Beacon, a 340B technology platform operated by Second Sight Solutions, to initiate a 340B rebate request effective January 1, 2026.
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Ingham County Board of Commissioners authorizes waiving vendor registration in order to begin participation in this technology platform.  

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Chairperson of the Board of Commissioners is hereby authorized to sign any contract documents on behalf of the county after approval as to form by the County Attorney.
