RESOLUTION TO AUTHORIZE region 7 SUBAGREEMENTS WITH CAPITAL aREA hEALTH aLLIANCE, mid-michigan district Health department, and barry-eaton district health department
RESOLUTION #26 – 031

WHEREAS, Ingham County Health Department (ICHD) wishes to subcontract $142,000 in funds awarded through the Michigan Hub Region 7 Grant from Michigan Department of Health and Human Services (MDHHS), effective October 1, 2025 through September 30, 2026; and
WHEREAS, this initiative was approved through Resolution #25-604 to support a Michigan Hub for Region 7 which includes Clinton, Eaton, and Ingham counties; and

WHEREAS, ICHD wishes to enter into subagreements with the following partners in the following amounts to support the Region 7 Initiative:

· Capital Area Health Alliance (CAHA), in an amount not to exceed $132,000 

· Mid-Michigan District Health Department (MMDHD), in an amount not to exceed $5,000 

· Barry-Eaton District Health Department (BEDHD), in an amount not to exceed $5,000; and

WHEREAS, these partnerships are vital components of the grant application and discussed with MDHHS prior to issuance of the award; and

WHEREAS, the Medical Health Officer recommends that the Ingham County Board of Commissioners authorize entering into to Region 7 Subagreements with CAHA in an amount not to exceed $132,000, with MMDHD in an amount not to exceed $5,000, and with BEDHD in an amount not to exceed $5,000; and
WHEREAS, the County Attorney represents both the County and MMDHD, and reasonably believes that its representation in this matter will not adversely affect the parties, nor does it appear that any confidential information received would be material to the transaction or disclosed by the County Attorney; however, it is possible that a disagreement may develop regarding a legal opinion between the parties in the future; and

WHEREAS, the County Attorney, pursuant to Rule of Professional Conduct 1.7, requests a signed conflict waiver for the County Attorney to prepare, review, and approve the agreement with MMDHD.

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Ingham County Board of Commissioners authorizes entering into Region 7 Subagreements effective October 1, 2025 through September 30, 2026 with CAHA in an amount not to exceed $132,000, with MMDHD in an amount not to exceed $5,000, and with BEDHD in an amount not to exceed $5,000.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Chairperson of the Ingham County Board of Commissioners is authorized to sign any necessary contract agreement upon approval as to form by the County Attorney.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Ingham County Board of Commissioners, having been advised of the risks of the Attorney representing both the County and MMDHD, hereby approves a waiver of legal conflict to allow the County Attorney to prepare, review, and approve as to legal form the agreement between MMDHD and the County, and further authorizes the Board Chairperson to sign the waiver and consent.
